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“Let no child be left behind at
Woashington Elementary School!”

Five years ago West Market
Street made the commitment to invest time
and money in Washington Elementary
School. Since that time, WMS congrega-
tion members have generously donated
school supplies, clothes, monthly birthday
bags, and other items needed by the school.
Dozens of volunteers have donated time as
classroom volunteers, tutors, and lunch
buddies. For the past two years each
teacher at the school who desires one has
had a WMS prayer partner, and this past
spring every child taking the end of year
assessment tests also had a WMS prayer
partner.

The question now becomes, “Is
that enough?”. Before we answer that
question, let’s take a look at some statistics:

e There are 175 children enrolled in
WES for the 2007/08 school year.

e WES met AYP standards for the
2006/07 school year, but must do so
again this year.

e  The students are 100% free lunch.

e  Last year, the families of 26 students
were homeless.

At the annual Outreach Ministry
Team planning meeting in August, it was
decided that WMS would seek to achieve
maximum impact through local and global
outreach. A cornerstone of this objective
was maximizing the impact we have on the
lives of the WES students. Imagine what
might happen if we made a commitment
as a church to invest one hour a week of
personal time to each of these 175 chil-
dren at WES? This is the challenge be-
fore us. Are we willing to give of our-
selves in a way that will truly transform

the lives of children? Please prayerfully
consider how you might use your time,
talents, and prayers to benefit one or
more of our WES children.

Beginning Sept. 9 you will have
the opportunity to decide how you might
serve at Washington Elementary School.
There will be a variety of serving options,
days, and times to choose from. With
God’s help we can step up to this challenge
and maximize the positive Christ-centered
impact on the lives of 175 children!
